Product Descriptions

The following is intended to give you a general understanding of the entire INTERCOOL( product line, its application, as well as, what the number and letter trailers represent. All INTERCOOL( heat transfer fluids are designed for commercial or industrial applications only.

INTERCOOL( OP-100: inhibited ethylene glycol, concentrate. Designed for higher temperature, continuous heavy duty use. Should promote with Natural Gas Industry for use in processing equipment, i.e. Stationary engines and compressors, line heaters. Other industries would include: Oil refineries, Chemical Manufacturers, Power Generating Plants, etc. Product contains a fluorescent yellow dye (standard color). Other color’s available upon request.

INTERCOOL( P-300: inhibited propylene glycol, concentrate. Designed for any application where OP-100 might be used, but when a non-toxic glycol is preferred over the moderate toxicity of ethylene glycol, or where its use is mandated by law. Product contains a fluorescent yellow dye (standard color.) Other color’s available upon request.

INTERCOOL( NFE: inhibited ethylene glycol, concentrate. Designed for lower temperature applications. Should promote with HVAC&R engineers, contractors and/or design & build firms (heating, ventilation, air conditioning and refrigeration).

Other industries would include: Blow mold injection (non-food), Ice skating rinks, Gasoline Industry with VRU'S (vapor recovery units), snow melt systems, waste heat recovery systems, etc. Product contains a fluorescent yellow dye (standard color). Other color’s available upon request.

INTERCOOL( NFP: inhibited propylene glycol, concentrate. Designed for any application where NFE might be used, but when a non-toxic glycol is preferred over the moderate toxicity of ethylene glycol, or where its use is mandated by law. Product contains a fluorescent yellow dye (standard color). Other color’s available upon request.
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INTERCOOL( TN-400: inhibited triethylene glycol, generally used in its concentrate form. Developed for high temperature application and is used in natural gas or air dehydration systems, where the purpose is to remove moisture from a gas (methane, propane, air, etc.) Product is clear, no dye’s added.

INTERCOOL( P-323: inhibited USP GRADE PROPYLENE GLYCOL, concentrate. Sanctioned by the United States Department of Agriculture, and listed in the “Journal of Proprietary Substances and Nonfood Compounds.” Developed for use in systems where the possibility of incidental food contact exists. Industries would include: Meat and Poultry packaging establishments, Beverage Manufacturers and/or Packagers, Dairy Industries (milk, cheese, ice cream, etc.) Product is clear, no dye’s added.

The following products are corrosion inhibitors only. These products will always be identified with 3 or 4 digits, and end with the number 1.
INTERCOOL( OP-101: full compliment of inhibitors, it is designed to adjust all inhibitor levels in the ethylene glycol based coolants.

INTERCOOL( P-301: full compliment of inhibitors, it is designed to adjust all inhibitor levels in the propylene glycol based coolants.

NOTE: All products that have a letter R followed by 4 digits and ends with the number 1, are inhibitor packages designed for specific remediation, i.e. Addresses only those inhibitors that have exhausted their service life or require adjustment in order to meet industry standards for good corrosion protection.

Additional product information: INTERCOOL( products are generally sold in a preblended fashion and always diluted with deionized water. The most common solution strengths are listed on your price schedule. However, if there is ever a need to offer something other then what is listed, please bring your request to me for pricing authority. When we sell a premixed solution the following trailers will be added, 30/70; 40/60; 50/50. The first set of digits ALWAYS identifies the glycol percentage; the second set of digits represents the water. 

When a letter follows the blend percentage, ex. 50/50 P. The letter is placed here to indicate that the customer wishes to receive a color other then our standard (yellow). In the case of the example illustrated above (50/50 P). The letter P indicates the color Pink,

the letter B indicates Blue, and the letter C indicates Clear, no dye. Since our standard color is Yellow there is no letter required after the product name.
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
